TV PRODUCTION I

DESCRIPTIVE OVERVIEW

The course is divided into two sections: field production and studio production. In field production, students will develop basic skills and knowledge in video composition,

camera operation, and video editing. Highly sophisticated video editing software, Final Cut Express, will be introduced, practiced, and dissected. Students will also create and assemble Quick-Start manuals for the technologies learned, including Final Cut Express. Studio production will cover three-camera switching and talk-show segment producing.

Students will learn to chroma-key in studio. In addition to the hands-on assignments, students will be required both to read and write materials related to video production. This will include developing media literacy skills, which encourage students to ask questions about the media they consume.
GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

The general goals of this course are:

· To teach students about the various stages of TV Production.

· To show students how to operate and use video cameras, tripods, mics, and editing equipment.

· To teach students the various technical skills and roles they will need to produce a television show.

The specific objectives of this course are as follows:

· Students will brainstorm and create ideas for videos, develop a storyboard and then produce a video.

· Students will demonstrate their ability to:

· Operate and use a video camera 

· Video edit using linear editing equipment.

· Students will incorporate the proper elements of composition in their video projects.

· Using the TV Studio and video equipment, students will properly operate and use studio cameras, lights, microphones, and video mixers to produce TV shows.

· Students will act in a variety of TV Studio Roles (i.e. camera person, sound engineer, video editor) throughout the course.

INSTRUCTIONAL MODEL

· Laboratory and classroom experiences using a variety of differential learning strategies.

· Teacher lecture and demonstration supplemented by video examples of different production techniques.

· Student utilization of equipment in TV studio.

· Cooperative learning activities.

· Research utilizing library databases and the Internet.

ASSESSMENT

· Student technical skills are evaluated individually and as a member of a production team.

· Rubrics are used to evaluate video projects and each student’s technical skills and creativity.

· Student effort and willingness to participate in class and as member of a production team is assessed with a weekly participation point.
